Amonge Mr. I [h Phillips’ mony interesting hobs
bigs, thet swwhich 2esmns most cubslmwelinge 5 his
larre assorbment of over one hondeod canes, which
kuve come fram almost every corner of thoe earth,
from the mast sputhern jungles of South Africn to
the farthest nerthern celands of Siberia. His eloel
nim 85 bo eollect dis many differest types of canes
from us muany counirics as possible,

Mr. Phillige regcoived hiz inspiration to collect
walking sticks throupgh the pressntolion 1o klm by
the Contrnl high schoel senior elasa of LTS, his
first eane, which ke has chelstened his - “DMean of
Cines" Thi=s stick i5 made of ebony wich an ivory
kandle.

The matervials of which the canes have been made
are: aspen, ebeny, spricot, onk, olive, snbin woml,
coffepwamd, manzinity, choke cherry, snoke woosd,
toak wond, eacannut, Irish blnekbhorn, coalilloebas,
Moexican malkeprany, Bucklhorn, arango, woad lorn,
malacea, bamboo, ivory, codar, omzambeta, hazel-
sweood, persimman, ernbapple, nvnendo, and caenlyplas,

fermer puplls of Meo Phillips, Al of the callee-
tlan oxeapt the twa ennes which he hought howve
hein piven ta him by driends nnd former pupils
who hnve troveled throughoot the worbd and hove
rememberead him wilh eanmee which they have pro-
cured in their travels.

ON THE MOUNTAIN TOPS

Forty years ago, in the summer of 1887, there
ap in Mamtou, Colorado, a young man whose

fore was lned with worry and il health.

That man waz Edward D. Phillips, then teacher
of in old Central High school, and now
kesad of the English departmont of Northeast High.

Aftor six weeks of climbing over those rocky
crags, seeking for wild flowers, huanling for Lhe
geme and stones, and breathing that invigorating
mountaln air, this young man retorned to Kansas
City. Gone wers ﬂ\:ﬂlﬂ}d:im_ of wnThtﬂui il
health. There was in eyes, & new light strong
with vitality, and beaming with pleasure, for he
had diseoversd & new w found only In
nature's kingdom.

That first trip gave Mr. Phillips a love for the
mountains and “to love them is oo love chem for-
ever.” Since thal sommer, antil alx years ago, he
has spent thirty vacations in the Rockies, wsually
with some of hiz congeninl, former pupils or pro-
fessional friemds, such as Dk, J. C, Jones, former
President of Misssuri University, Mr. K, M. Bainter,
President of Junior College, Mr. Wm. A, Luby,
mathematies teacher of Junior Cellege, or Mr. B,
M. &tigall, former principal of Mortheast,

Mr. Phillips has climbed meny of the perilous
mountains of Colorado but the victory which he
prides most is his assent of I.nhg"l Peak, the fifth
hardest mountain in the world for lenderfeet to
climb. He made two brave attempts, but was
forced back by blizzards before he counld reach the
tap. -

Two days before be wans to return home, he de-
termined to make a third attempt; so with enly De,
J. C. Jones as his companion, he stole gquietly away
from Enis Mills' Lomg Peak Inm, where he was
staying.

They left camp about 8 otlock in the evening
and stopped at the timberline honse, whers they

ot the night. At F o'clock the next morning
set out to make one of the most perilous
climbs of the Rockies.

The weather favored them throoghout the climb
and at moon they were at the top of the rugged
old peak. They ate their lonch at the summit and
started back on thelr downward course. AL seven
p. m., that evening, they trudged wearily into camp,
tired but wietoriows,

It seems that the news had leaked out, for when
they entered Court of the Innm, they foond that
a great banguet was awalting them in honor of
the “professor's  vietory." . Phillips was the
honored guest of the evening and his friends Lt-
erally carried him into the dining room on their
shoulders, He was foresd to deliver a smeach ~md
to explain why he had stolen away without telling
where he was golng.
