Modeled after a daily newspaper's organiza-
tion, the staff is composed of an editor in chief
and four page-editors; business, mailing, and
circulation managers; feature, exchange, and
editorial editors; and the ever-faithful report-
ers. The latter “dig-up” the news and place it
in the hands of their respective editors, who
work like mad the day before deadline, pre-
paring the pages for the print shop. From the
print shop, the paper is delivered to the stu-
dents, faculty, and the out-of-town subscribers.

Thus, through the co-operation of the print-
ing department and the Courier Staff, Northeast
students are kept up-to-date on school news,
and those producing the paper receive valu-
able experience in journalism.
