For several years now, there
has been a Student Response Team at
N.E. Itisa team made up of about 45
students that mediate conflicts
between peers.

The Young Lawyers
Association sends a team of lawyers
to Northeast to train the students and
familiarize them with the mediation
process. The students receive
“hands-on" training, or rather, they
use mock mediation to practice their
skills, and to better understand
them.

There are many advantages to
having a Student Response Team at
Northeast. Most importantly,
mediation _is offered as an alternative
Lo suspension.

The reduced number of
suspensions permit the students to
remain in school and continue
receiving their education.

Students involved in conflicts
feel that SRT is more fair because
their conflict is aired in front of their
peers, who may have experienced
the same problem or differences. (
the_usual way a conflict is dealt with
is only to make matters worse)
Frequently , the problem does get
solved. Students also think the
mediators are more sensitive.

The’sponsors feel that the SRT
members are sensitive to the needs of
the Northeast students and are
genuinely interested in helping them.
Through the SRT, members exhibit

excellence in school spirit. They
uphold a high image for the school
and respond to the needs of students
by mediating conflicts and helping
reduce suspensions.

English 110/204 offers
students the chance to enhance both
their writing and rcading
comprehension skills while, at the
same time allowing them to obtain
college credit from the University of
Missouri Kansas City (UMKC.) Each
course is a semester in length and
offers the students the opportunity to
obtain three credit hours in English
110 (writing course) and 1 credit
hour for English 204 (reading comp.
course). The price of these courses
range in price from $35-$20
respectively. Samara Molix, a
student currently enrolled in the
English course says,"] like the idea of
being able to take college courses at
a cheaper price and the fact that the
teacher works with you on a one to
one basis."

Another course offered is
American History 101/102. The
course costs students $75 compared
to $267 per semester that college
students pay. This allowes high
school students to get the same

amount of experience for one-third
of the actual cost.

According to Ms. Hunt, the
American  History  101/102
instructor, there are quite a few
advantages to taking the course in
high school. It gives Juniors and
Seniors a headstart on college credits.
When the student goes to college
they are free to take other classes,
besides the first year history course.
This class also helps you to improve
writing and thinking skills which
will have to be useda lot in college.
Students that take college courses are
granted library passes at UM.K.C,,
which has helped out the students in
writing reports thet are currently
enrolled in the course.

Ms. Hunt is quoted as
saying," I would recommend this
class to any student planning to
attend college.” If you take this
course and try, and stick with it ,
you'll not lose anything. As a
result you will gain experience that
will benefit you in college.

Math & Physics

Institute

MPI stands for Mathematics
and Physics Institute. This program
gives high school seniors a chance to
experience college-level courses at no
cost. This program benefits students
not only in math and physics, but in
all subjects by learning valuable
study skills

This program was established
in September 1984 with high school
seniors in mind. It gives a more in
depth look into these two subjects.
to take this course you need to be
determined to work hard. It's not an

easy course to take. But if you give it
all you have in the long run it will be
worthit.

There's many benefits to the
MPI program you earn college credit
up to 12 hours) interact with other
students from other schools, be
ecligible for one of five UMKC
Chancellor's Tuition Award
scholarships available only to MPI
students, and feel the shock of
college before getting in full time.

This program starts after Labor
Day and continues to mid May. MPI
classes start at 7a.m. and you return
to school at 8:45 a.m. The courses
now taught are calculus I, Calculus
II, and General Physics I. These are
offered for both college and high
school credit. Some of the things the

MPI students get involved in are
lectures, problem solving, field trip,
enrichment sessions, laboratory, and
special projects. There are three
participating school districts. They
arc Fort Osage, Independence, and
Kansas city, Mo.

There are 10 seniors who are
involved in the MPI program. They
are Anna Butler, Dung Dang,
Veronica Hooker, Rorn Im,
Desmond McGuire, Nha Truc
Nguyen, Latonya Slaughter, Thuy
Tran, Kim Loan Thi Vo.
