The warm days of fall weather permit the
girls to play the opening sports of the year—
hockey and soccer. The juniors and seniors
play hockey, and the freshmen and sopho-
mores play soccer. Hockey is one of the most
popular sports. However, as this game pro-
duces groans, bruised shins, and occasionally
a broken finger, there are generally thankful
sighs when hockey is over for the day. The
freshman and sophomore groups also play
speedball, which is a combination of basket-
ball, soccer, and football.

As the cold, snowy days of winter set in,
basketball, aerial darts, and volleyball are
played. Badminton has received more empha-
sis this year than in the past, and is rapidly be-
coming very popular, As soon as the tech-
niques of the games are mastered, teams are
chosen and tournaments are played to deter-
mine the championship team of each class.

The ‘47 squad began practice with five re-
turning lettermen, plus many other good pros-
pects. In spite of the hot weather, the squad
worked hard and was rewarded by winning
the Interscholastic League Championship. The
average weight of the line was 190 pounds,
which gave Northeast one of the heaviest lines
in the city.

On September 19 the William Chrisman
team of Independence, Missouri, was the first
victim of the Vikings, as Northeast won by a
score of 38 to 6. This was the Chrisman Bears’
sixth consecutive loss to Northeast in the an-
nual pre-season game.

League play opened Saturday, September

The Blue Eagles of Central tried to stop the
Vikings on October 18. Although they did not
succeed, a tough game was played, with the
outcome 12 to 6,

Sweet revenge for our last year's loss to

Southwest was gained from the Indians, who
fought hard but were unable to stop the driv-

ing Vikings, and lost 12 to 6.

To the south of Vikingland live the East
Bears, whose fast and powerful team was the
favorite to win the big game of the season on
Saturday, November 8. But by the scant margin
of 16 to 13, East was knocked from its unde-
feated rank in this all-important contest.

The last game of the season was with the
Manual Redbirds. The Viking backfield en-
gaged in wild scoring and won 34 to 0, giving
us an undisputed claim to the championship.

Soon after the season ended, the Kansas City
All-Stars were selected, and Northeast was hon-
ored by having five men on the teams.
