® Homeroom is the student’s voice in school
government. This twenty-minute period en-
ables the student to take an active part in the
transaction of school business.

“There will be a short meeting of the Seal
Club tomorrow after school.” Each day an of-
fice bulletin informing the student of special
activities or changes in the schedule is read and
discussed. It is through this bulletin that the
administration communicates with the student

body.

® The choosing of a Student Council repre-
sentative is perhaps the most important func-
tion of the Homeroom. It is this representa-
tive’s responsibility to attend the meetings,
voice his Homeroom’s opinions, record the pro-
ceedings, and report them to his group.
