NHS Stimulates Scholastic Achievement

® At William and Mary College, the first
Greek-letter fraternity—Phi Beta Kappa—was
organized for the purpose of encouraging
learning and achievement in schools of higher
education. Originally the group was a secret
society, but it gradually became an honorary
organization. Today college teachers elect new
members from among junior and senior stu-
dents with the best academic records.

The National Honor Society—""the Phi Beta
Kappa of the high school”—is the only sec-
ondary school honor society that is really na-
tional in scope. The primary emphasis of this
organization is scholarship, for every prospec-
tive member must maintain at least a strong
“S" average. Students who become members of
the society are judged on the basis of their char-
acter, leadership, and service to the school, in
addition to their scholastic standing. Chapters
in some schools have programs of service with-
in the school and community.

® The Northeast Chapter is purely honorary.
Seniors are elected on the basis of their scholar-
ship, and then approved by the faculty on the

other traits. The rules governing scholastic
eligibility are set up by a faculty committee
composed of Mrs. Gertrude Bell, Mr. Thomas
Ditmars, Miss Gladys Gaylord, Miss Phleta
Gherring, Miss Elizabeth Gregory, Mr. Nevin
Wasson, and Mr. George Calvert, chairman.
The Northeast Chapter obtained its charter in
1924; since that time, about fourteen hundred
students have been elected. For some, member-
ship has been a constant goal during high school
years, while for others to belong has been a
stimulus to do good class work, bur not an
end in itself.

Journalism Class Develops

® Juniors and seniors who wish to work on the
Northeast Courier Staff must enroll for a se-
mester of journalism in which the essentials of
newspaper publication are taught. The proper
way of writing news stories, feature articles,
editorials, and headlines are studied in addition
to page make-up, and proof and copy reading.
The students learn that accuracy is as impor-
tant in the newspaper world as reader interest.
Journalism as a career is investigated by study-
ing the history of newspapers in the United
States, by observing a newspaper being pub-

lished, and by participating in the publishing
of the school paper.

® At the beginning of each semester, Mr.
Thomas Ditmars, faculty instructor, chooses
the persons from the journalism class who are
to serve as editors of the staff. To the editor in
chief falls the responsibility for the entire pa-
per. He must make certain that someone is as-
signed to each story, with every would-be jour-
nalist investigating the sources of his news,
writing and rewriting his stories, and finally
turning them in. Typists copy the stories that

Viking Village meets every Friday night dur-
ing the school year in the gymnasium of the
Junior Building to give its members an op-
portunity to dance, play ping-pong or bas-
ketball, and to discuss such important matters
as sports, social events, and everyday school life.

Sponsored by the Recreation Division of
the City Welfare Department, the Village is
supported solely by the sale of season passes and
single admission tickets.

The Viking Village Council is com-
posed of representatives from all four high-
school classes, though the offices are held mostly
by juniors and seniors.

Those elected to office hold their positions dur-
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ing the following year and meet every other
Monday night at the City Hall.

The duties of the Council range from plan-
ning various types of fun for the different eve-
nings, to decorating the gymnasium in novel
ways for such semiformal dances as the Foot-
ball, Basketball, and Pep Club Dances, plus
several novelty dances. This year’s Basketball
Dance was even more impressive than usual,
for the team had won second place in the State
Basketball Tournament. In the gym were
placed life-sized cutouts of cach player.

® Of the novelty events, the Sock Dance and
Jitterbug Contest were the most outstanding.
Only those in stocking feet were allowed on
the floor for the Hose Hop. Some of the un-
usual footwear seen were Argyles and gayly
adorned Bermudas. At the Jitterbug Contest,
held January twenty-first, Pascual Rum and
Alice Humphrey were chosen over six other
couples as Mr. and Miss Be-Bop of 1955.

® Playing the heaviest schedule in the school's
history, Northeast, under the excellent train-
ing of Coach Charles Huhn, became the first
Interscholastic League Team since nineteen
thirty-five to become a finalist in the Missouri
State High School Class A Basketball Tourna-
ment.

In the pre-league games, Northeast romped
over Glennon, Atchison, Southwest, and Lex-
ington. The two long road trips to Topeka and
Joplin saw the Vikes tire in the last quarter
and meet defeat in both games.

® After winning from Pasco in the first league
game, the Vikings came up against a hot-
shooting East team for a loss. In the following
league games Northeast scored one-sided vic-
tories over Southwest, Central, Manual, and
Westport, with a close win over a determined
Southeast team. During league play the cagers
defeated two non-league foes, Ward and
Spring Hill.

With seven returning lettermen next year’s

squad should once again bring honors to the
